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Admissions standards work

In Ontario, admission standards for public pools are
recommended by the Lifesaving Society and public
health authorities as a means of preventing recreational
water injuries by improving direct supervision of young

children.

The Lifesaving Society and Ryerson University
partnered in 2016 to complete a study to explore
the implementation of admission standards in Class
A public pools (public pool operators have not been
comprehensively evaluated previously).

A quantitative study was designed using an online survey
as a data-collection tool. Over 250 affiliates provided
feedback with this survey. The results revealed that 100%
of pools studied have admission standards integrated in
their operations, with two thirds (68%) using a wide
variety of child/parent ratios that exceed the minimum
Lifesaving Society recommendations, and over 50% using
different combinations of at least nine other components.

The challenges and successes encountered by pool
operators seem to be manageable, resulting in an overall
positive impact for more than 87% of cases.

While admission standards are not currently legislated,
there appears to be strong support for a legislated
approach to admission standards from 78% of pools.

In terms of comparative statistics, an association was
found to be statistically significant between the level of
admission standards and pool location: pools located in
large- and medium-size population areas are more likely
to exceed the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care
recommendations.

The Lifesaving Society continues to support the legislative
need for a provincial admission standard and works on
your behalf to support this initiative with the Ministry.
