At your convenience, over the two-year recertification period,
accumulate three credits by participating in your choice of
courses, clinics, and training programs. Credits may be selected
either directly from the Credit List or by having a specific course
assigned credit value by the Lifesaving Society.

Lifesaving, Emergency First Aid, Swim Instructors, Officials and
Coaches may select their credits from any course contained on
the Credit List. Aquatic Supervisor, Standard First Aid, and
National Lifeguard Instructors must select their credits from only
those courses marked with an asterisk (*). Examiners must
select at least one credit from those items marked with a (v').
Instructor Trainers must have a taught an Instructor course.

Recertify online (see below) or download the fillable credit card
from our website. Make sure your credit card is validated (signed
and dated) and send it to the Branch office with your
recertification fee. If you recertify more than one Instructor,
Examiner, or Trainer certification (e.g. Lifesaving Instructor,
National Lifeguard Instructor and National Lifeguard Examiner)
at the same time, you pay the base fee ($35.00 in 2023) plus an
additional fee ($25.00 in 2023) for each additional award you
wish to recertify to a maximum fee of $75.00. If you choose to
recertify these certifications at various times during the year, you
must pay the base fee for each recertification.

You will receive your renewed certification card(s), valid for
another two years.

CAN | SAVE EXTRA CREDITS FOR NEXT TIME?

No. Credits are valid for a two-year period only. If, for example, you take
your National Lifeguard award on January 1, 2021, you must collect your
other credits by January 1, 2023. Otherwise, the credit from the National
Lifeguard award will have expired and you would be obliged to get another
current credit.
